Dear Parent / Guardian:
This is to inform you that your Child / Family member has been exposed to Conjunctivitis (infection of the eye).

The signs and symptoms, mode of transmission and incubation period are as follows:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Signs and Symptoms:  Conjunctivitis is inflammation of the transparent mucous membrane (conjunctiva) covering the white part of the eye and the inner surface of the eyelid.  The most common causes of conjunctivitis (pink eye) are viruses, bacteria, and allergens. Symptoms are itchy, irritated eyes, followed by swollen lids, light sensitivity, pus and drainage from the eye. 
A clinical diagnosis by a healthcare provider is necessary to differentiate the type of conjunctivitis.
Mode of Transmission:  Contact with discharge from the eye or respiratory tract of an infected person through contaminated fingers, clothing or other articles, including shared eye make-up applicators and multiple dose eye medications. 
Incubation Period: Usually 24 to 72 hours.

Should your child present any of these symptoms, we recommend that you consult your family healthcare provider.  Any student presenting these signs and symptoms will be excluded from school. Exclude student from school until symptoms resolve or a note from healthcare provider clears the student to return to school.  Notify School Health Services, at #__________________.
