Dear Parent or Guardian:

This is to inform you that your child has been exposed to Ringworm.

The signs and symptoms, mode of transmission and incubation period are as follows:

Signs and Symptoms: A fungal disease of the scalp and skin characteristically appearing as a flat red ring-shaped lesion spreading over scalp, beard, feet or body. 

Mode of Transmission:  Direct contact with skin lesions of infected person; contact with contaminated articles of clothing.

Incubation Period: Usually 4 to 10 days.

Should your child present any of these symptoms, we recommend that you consult your family healthcare provider.

Any student presenting lesions will be excluded from school.  Students must have a note from a healthcare provider stating they are under treatment and lesions must be covered in order to return to school.
